D cerebral, a ideia de que a mente pode ser potenciada para
aumentar a capacidade cognitiva, o bem-estar ou a saude é
atualmente um enorme desafio para a investigacéo, envolvendo
diferentes areas do saber numa reflexao sobre a relagéo
mente-corpo e as implicagdes éticas dos esforgos de ir para além
do que é naturalmente possivel. O 12° Simpésio da Fundagéo
BIAL "Aquém e Além do Cérebro" retne alguns dos cientistas e
filésofos mais proeminentes neste amplo e controverso dominio
para, de forma interdisciplinar, partilharem as suas ideias e
resultados e debaterem as implicagdes inerentes.

A sessao de abertura do Simpdsio, a ter lugar na noite do dia 4
de abril, contara com a conferéncia inaugural de Lorenza Colzato
(Leiden, Holanda), que nos dara uma perspetiva geral sobre o
tema, focando especificamente as teorias subjacentes a propria
possibilidade de potenciar a cognicéo.

A primeira sessao, que tera lugar na manha do dia 5 de abril,
sera totalmente dedicada a potencializagao cognitiva e sera
moderada por Rainer Goebel (Maastricht, Holanda). Alexander
Sack (Maastricht, Holanda), Anjan Chatterjee (Filadélfia, EUA) e
Jean-Noél Missa (Bruxelas, Bélgica) abordardo os métodos e
implicagdes éticas das técnicas de potencializagéo cognitiva. A
manh& encerrara com uma conferéncia magistral de Torkel
Klingberg (Estocolmo, Suécia).

A segunda sessédo, na manha do dia 6 de abril, explorara os
estados ampliados de consciéncia. Sera moderada por
Caroline Watt (Edimburgo, Reino Unido) e contara com as
contribui¢des de Etzel Cardefia (Lund, Suécia), Jordi Riba
(Barcelona,Espanha) e Yulia Ustinova (Negev, Israel), que
abordarao os factos histéricos e métodos utilizados para
potenciar a mente, tais como drogas e rituais. Antoine Lutz (Lyon,
Franga) encerrara a manha com uma conferéncia magistral em
que analisara as bases neuronais e os efeitos da pratica de
meditagao.

A terceira sessdo, moderada por Rui Costa (Nova York, EUA e
Lisboa, Portugal), tera lugar na manhé do dia 7 de abril e sera
dedicada a inteligéncia coletiva e a interagdo cérebro-magquina.
Gonzalo de Polavieja (Lisboa, Portugal) e José Carmena
(Berkeley, EUA) irdo analisar e discutir as préaticas e teorias
atuais neste dominio emergente. A sesséo encerrara com uma
conferéncia magistral de Christopher Chabris (Lewisburg, EUA).

Da parte da tarde, o Simpdsio sera enriquecido através de
sessdes participativas, o que incluira a apresentagao de posters
por parte dos investigadores apoiados pela Fundagéo BIAL

(5 de abril), workshops que oferecem a possibilidade de os
participantes interagirem mais de perto com os palestrantes

(6 de abril) e uma mesa redonda dedicada as questdes éticas da
potencializagdo cognitiva (7 de abril).

F stimulation, the idea that the mind can be enhanced so as
to increase cognitive capacity, well-being, or health is now a
major research endeavour that engages different disciplines in a
reflection about the relationships between the mind and the
body and about the ethical implications of attempts to go
beyond what is naturally possible. The 12th Symposium of the
BIAL Foundation “Behind and Beyond the Brain” gathers some
of the most prominent scientists and philosophers in this broad,
controversial domain so that they can share their ideas and
findings and discuss their implications in a resolutely
interdisciplinary setting.
The Symposium will open on April 4th with an evening lecture
by Lorenza Colzato (Leiden, NL), who will give us an overview
of the domain, focused specifically on the theories behind the
very possibility of enhancing cognition.

The first session, taking place on the morning of April 5th, will
be dedicated entirely to cognitive enhancement and will be
moderated by Rainer Goebel (Maastricht, NL). Alexander Sack
(Maastricht, NL), Anjan Chatterjee (Philadelphia, USA), and
Jean-Noél Missa (Brussels, Belgium) will address the methods
and ethical implications of cognitive enhancement techniques.
The morning will close with a keynote lecture by Torkel
Klingberg (Stockholm, Sweden).

The second session, on the morning of April 6th, will explore
amplified states of consciousness. I will be moderated by
Caroline Watt (Edinburgh, UK) and will offer lectures by Etzel
Cardefia (Lund, Sweden), Jordi Riba (Barcelona, Spain) and
Yulia Ustinova (Negev, Israel), who will address the use and
history of mind-enhancing methods such as drugs and ritualistic
practices. Antoine Lutz’s (Lyon, France) closing keynote lecture
will examine the neural bases and effects of meditation practice.

The third session will take place on the morning of April 7th
and will be moderated by Rui Costa (New York, USA & Lisbon,
Portugal). It will be dedicated to collective intelligence and to
interactions between brain and machine. Gonzalo de Polavieja
(Lishon, Portugal) and José Carmena (Berkeley, USA) will
overview and discuss current practices and theories in this
burgeoning domain. The session will close with a keynote
lecture by Christopher Chabris (Lewisburg, USA).

The Symposium will be enhanced by afternoon participatory
sessions, including poster presentations by BIAL Foundation
grant holders (April 5th), workshops offering the possibility for
participants to interact more closely with the speakers (April
6th), and a round-table discussion dedicated to the ethics of
cognitive enhancement (April 7th).

A Fundagéo Bial foi criada em maio de 1994 pelo Conselho de
Reitores das Universidades Portuguesas e pelos Laboratdrios
Bial, com o alto patrocinio de Sua Exceléncia o Presidente da
Republica, tendo como objetivo incentivar o estudo cientifico
do ser humano saudavel, tanto do ponto de vista fisico como
espiritual.

Passou, desde entdo, a administrar o Prémio Bial - um dos
maiores prémios europeus na area da Saude - e instituiu um
sistema de Apoios Financeiros a Projetos de Investigacéo
Cientifica, privilegiando as areas da Psicofisiologia e da
Parapsicologia. Patrocinou até agora 610 projetos,
envolvendo cerca de 1.350 investigadores provenientes de
vinte e cinco paises, de que resultaram, globalmente, 2.158
publicacdes, das quais 817 artigos publicados em revistas
indexadas, 667 em revistas com um fator de impacto médio
de 3.5 e 116 em revistas com um fator de impacto superior a
5. Em outubro de 2017 foi contabilizado um niimero
substancial de citagdes (11.620), sendo que 157 artigos foram
citados mais de 20 vezes.

The Bial Foundation was established in May 1994 by the
Council of Rectors of the Portuguese Universities and the Bial
Laboratories, with the sponsorship of the President of the
Portuguese Republic. It aims at encouraging the scientific
study of the healthy human being from both the physical and
spiritual perspectives.

The Foundation manages the Bial Award - one of the most
distinguished awards for Health in Europe - and the Grants
Program for Scientific Research, privileging Psychophysiology
and Parapsychology as research areas. To date the Bial
Foundation has supported 610 projects, involving 1.350
researchers from twenty-five countries, resulting globally in
2.158 publications, out of which 817 articles have been
published in indexed journals, 667 in journals with an average
impact factor of 3.5 and 116 in journals with an impact factor
greater than 5. In October 2017 there had been a substantial
number of citations (11.620), with 157 articles cited more
than 20 times.
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
